1st Baptism in the Bible?



1 Pet 3:19 By which also he went and preached unto the spirits in prison;  
20 Which sometime were disobedient, when once the longsuffering of 
God waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was a preparing, wherein 
few, that is, eight souls were saved by water.  21 The like figure 
whereunto even baptism doth also now save us (not the putting away of 
the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ:



Acts 2:37 Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and 
said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what 
shall we do?  38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized 
every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and 
ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.



1 Cor 10:1 Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should be 
ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and 
all passed through the sea;  2 And were all baptized unto 
Moses in the cloud and in the sea;





Ex 14:29 ….and the LORD overthrew the Egyptians in the midst of the 
sea.  28 And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, and the 
horsemen,and all the host of Pharaoh that came into the sea after them; 
there remained not so much as one of them.29 But the children of Israel 
walked upon dry land in the midst of the sea; and the waters were a wall 
unto them on their right hand, and on their left.



Ex 19:4 And Aaron and his sons thou 
shalt bring unto the door of the 
tabernacle of the congregation, and shalt 
wash them with water.



Ex 19:12 And thou shalt set bounds unto the people round about, saying, Take 
heed to yourselves, that ye go not up into the mount, or touch the border of it: 
whosoever toucheth the mount shall be surely put to death:  13 There shall not an 
hand touch it, but he shall surely be stoned, or shot through; whether it be beast or 
man, it shall not live: when the trumpet soundeth long, they shall come up to the 
mount.  14 And Moses went down from the mount unto the people, and sanctified 
the people; and they washed their clothes.  15 And he said unto the people, Be 
ready against the third day: come not at your wives.



Mat 15:1 Then came to Jesus scribes and Pharisees, which were of 
Jerusalem, saying,  2 Why do thy disciples transgress the tradition of the 
elders? for they wash not their hands when they eat bread.  3 But he 
answered and said unto them, Why do ye also transgress the 
commandment of God by your tradition?



Heb 9:10 Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers 
washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the 
time of reformation.



John 1:25 And they asked him, and said unto him, Why 
baptizest thou then, if thou be not that Christ, nor Elias, 
neither that prophet?....30 This is he of whom I said, After me 
cometh a man which is preferred before me: for he was 
before me.

Baptizer #3 -  Jesus …. baptized with          (Fire)              (En Fuego)
